Sawston English Trail

1. Sawston Free Church - Start here (no.1 High Street) and use the information on the blue

noticeboard to answer the first part of question 1. Refer to the stone plaque on the front of the
church to answer the second part of the question.

2. Number 5 High Street - Stop at the front garden of number 5 (next door to the Free
Church) and answer question 2.

3. Brickhouse Coffee Shop- Continue along the High Street and turn left onto Link
Road. Stop at the Brickhouse Coffee Shop to answer question 3.

4. Sawston Council Offices - Continue along Link Road until you reach Sawston Council
Offices. Stop here to answer question 4. Then turn back along Link Road and turn left onto
the High Street.

5. Churchill’s Fish and Chips - Stop here and look at the signs displayed in the window to
answer question 5.
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|| | 6. Post Office - Continue along the High Street until you reach the Post Office. Look at the
| | sign to the left of the entrance to answer question 6.

7. Sweet Tea Coffee Shop - Carefully cross over the road and stop at
the Sweet Tea Coffee Shop on the other side of the High Street. Look
carefully at the commemorative bench to answer question 7.

8. St. Mary’s Church - Continue along the High Street and turn
left onto Church Lane. Stop outside the church to answer question
8. Turn around to return to the High Street.

9. Giraffe - Stop at the corner of Church Lane and the High Street by the carved giraffe.
This question should be answered back in school but you may wish to spend some time
looking carefully at the giraffe and making a sketch/taking a photo to support the writing
back in class.

It is possible for you to start at any of the points on the trail and follow the route in any direction as you wish. If you decide
to start at a different point, please take this into consideration when following the directions above.
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
