Academy issues at the school is being developed.
St Laurence Plans are progressing to establish a new Enhanced Resource Base (ERB)
Catholic Academy | at the school to meet the needs of learners who are cognitively able to
access to access a mainstream curriculum but who require significant
additional support to do so due to social, emotional and mental health
(SEMH) needs.

The garden village proposal for Kennett (500 homes) includes
relocation, and expansion of the existing primary school. The school’s
capacity will increase from 105 and 210 places and the number of early
years places will also increase. The Staploe Education Trust have
submitted a business case in support of this proposal to the Regional
Schools Commissioner. This will be a precursor to discussions about
site disposal. The programme for the capital scheme indicates a
possible opening date for the new school of September 2024.
