Services offered

Fischer Family Trust (FFT) provides data and analyses to schools under a subscription licence.  

FFT Aspire is the reporting and data tool for schools, LAs and Academy Trusts. It provides key target setting and school performance evaluation information using the latest curriculum and accountability measures – quick and easy access and providing in depth analysis to support future planning and preparation for Ofsted inspections.
FFT delivers the latest pupil performance information with valid comparisons across a wide range of indicators, accurate and insightful information enabling pupils to achieve their full potential and schools to improve. It provides a set of interactive dashboards, data is presented in an easy to use format allowing schools to quickly evaluate past performance, identify strengths and weaknesses and set challenging targets for the future. Summary and subject Dashboards are currently available from KS1 to KS5 .They are designed for a wide range of users including teachers, subject leaders, department heads, and senior school leaders.


The LA has purchased licence subscriptions for all schools to ensure that best value is achieved for all. It will cost substantially less to purchase a licence for FFT from the LA than from FFT direct.

· Data to support transition from Primary to Secondary (secondary schools only), Infant to Junior (junior only), Reception admission (primary/infant only).

· Support for locating missing assessment data (all schools)

· Support for schools in relation to data quality in terms of the regular data received from schools own MI systems, e.g. ensuring correct UPNs, querying changes of name, check and confirming current addresses for children, etc. (all schools)
